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“P URALISM WITHOUT RELATIVISM: REMEMBERING SIR ISAIAH BERIIN”

Introduction

The 1999 seminar will be devoted to the legacy of one of the most influential
thinkers of the last half-century, Sir Isaiah Berlin, in its different dimensions: the critique
of historicist determinism, the analysis of the Enlightenment and the Romantic reaction
against it, the reflection on the two concepts of liberty and the conflict between
Liberalism and totalitarianism, the concept of Pluralism and its (often overlooked)
contrast with Relativism.

It seems fair to recall that, when remembering and rediscussing Sir Isaiah’s
intellectual legacy, one is remembering and rediscussing the political, moral and
philosophical foundations of western democracies, as well as the main central conflict
which has opposed them to totalitarianism throughout the 20th century.

There seems to be then a civic dimension further to the academic and intellectual
ones in the present debate.

Student profile

Attendants to this course do not need to have a technical background on Political
Theory, provided that they have a genuine interest in the matters being discussed and
that they are aware of the fact that some of the discussions may include a strong
technical component. The course schedule as well as the secluded convent where it takes
place will provide remarkable opportunities for studying, reflecting and discussing.
Scholars in Political Science or Political Theory and other related disciplines are
welcome, as well as non-academic individuals who have a strong interest in political
affairs.

Introducdo

académico e intelectual, este facto empresta também ao debate uma ineghvel dimensdo civica.
